SOLAR VORTEX

Solar activity is RISING rapidly.  A solar wind stream has connected to the Earth, increasing disturbances on the Fluxgate Monitor and likely to produce auroras, NASA reports.
But that’s nothing compared to the sudden jump in Sunspots.  Solar Flux is rising, a sure sign of an increase in Sunspots, but the number for today is not yet reported.  Sunspot Count rose from 27 yesterday November 29 to 57 today November 30.

Most likely this reflects the quadrant of alignments between the four inner planets and Mercury’s approaching alignment in a few days with Saturn in the same quadrant of the solar system.  Currently it is about 15 degrees from each of Earth and  Saturn in the same quadrant.
This may create a peak in Solar Activity larger than the peak I predicted for mid November.  The count may easily double again during the next 48 hours.  Do not ask ME why - ask the planets.

If Sunspots double again, expect a rather decisive influence on making this Winter on-set suddenly colder and snowier during the next week.
POLAR MOTION:

Oh My!!!

I believe that polar motion is beginning to show a seriously large anomaly.  The Wobble Tracker software and IERS graphs are beginning to show the distinct possibility that the absolute drift of the average Spin Axis has radically increased its rate of movement during the past six years.  By the average of the past, October 2006 should be the month of the MINIMUM MOVEMENT of the 7 year spiral of Chandler’s Wobble.  But it looks like the Spiral is now turning in on itself and will move through zero point or MIN during the next four months.  This means that the 7 year cycle could be more like a 6.5 year cycle this time around.  That the cycle is off-average is not significant in itself, all the cycles vary a bit, by a month or two or sometimes more.  But this deviation could come in very large if motion continues as of the moment.

The displacement of the what likes like the locus of turn of the spiral appears to have moved by a full .1 arcsecond, and even more, which is a substantial acceleration over the 20th century. If this is indeed happening, we have fully arrived in Cayce’s moment of the sudden acceleration of the Earth Changes, accordingly, this preliminary information may indicate a substantial increase in seismic activity, frequency and magnitude, from NOW  throughout 2006.

EARTH-MOON VORTEX

We are almost dead on the New Moon…officially December 1 at 15:00 UTC

This is a stronger New Moon, by far, than the past several.  The New Moon cycle is still distanced about three days from the Perigee cycle drawing closer

Quake activity definitely increased in frequency of large magnitudes this past couple of days and continue to expect higher than normal danger from quakes during the next 96 hours.  This increase, I believe larger than the last New Moon, reflects the growing alignment of New Moon gravity with Perigee gravity. 

Full Moon is December 15, which will be a middling one, far from Perigeen influence.

Look for the strongest New Moons in a many a moon in late December through March 2006.   The NEXT NEW MOON IS DECEMBER 31 AND THE PERIGEE IS JANUARY FIRST – and the Perihelion is during the first ten days of January.

THIS IS A TRIPLE WHAMMY ALIGNMENT.  Expect the largest quakes of many many months to occur during this Triple Whammy Syzygy.  Be especially alert for major ruptures in the Northern Arc of the Pacific Rim of Fire, from Japan to Alaska to Pacific Northwest, to Baja and the Carib Plate.  Rupturing of the Earth at this time could equal the Christmas surprise of 2004, but it will be different than the Indo Trench.  The Indo Trench was torn apart and both sides allowed to move because of the opposing forces of the Full Moon and the Sun.  This New Moon Whammy will be compressional, alternately lifting the plates higher than normal and then dropping them with greater compressional pull as the Earth rotates past the attractor (the Moon – Sun combined vortex). The whole skin of the Earth should wrinkle more in a compressional shape-shifting wave which moves around the planet in synch with the rotation  of the Earth.  It is this wave more than any others, I believe, which moves the tectonic plates in synch to cause the greatest continental drift.  We should be able to watch the progression of major quakes and increased tectonic activity flow around the planet from East to West – though this is still very hard to see real time, or even in weekly data, because Earth’s seismology is still not handled in an adequate way by the recorders and databases. It is TOOOOO SLOOOW and fragmented by parochialism to catch the Earth dance of the Wu Li Master.

So, we come upon the witching season of new tectonic activity in a few weeks.  Volcanism should shoot way up as well during last half of December and then January – April --- it will be very interesting to see if we have a further acceleration of volcanic trends over the acceleration of last year.  My guess is, all signs point to YES.

EARTHQUAKES AND VOLCANOES

Quake activity is not up to this New Moon syzygy.  Expect a major increase during the next week.  Currently the Philippines and the Western Arc of the Pacific Rim of Fire is being hammered the most.  St Helens and North America still quite low in activity.

Volcanic activity is about the same as last week.  The volcanoes on the Carib Plate remain the most active, and in nearby Ecuador/Peru, but volcanism in Africa and the Indian Ocean should begin to take the headlines during December and January.

ECONOMIC VORTEX:

The two articles posted yesterday on the Earth Changes Bulletin provide the best current briefing I believe.  Projection:  the break in the Housing Bubble will begin the final 25 year slide, expect that break to occur in the period Spring to Fall 2006, the break may begin in California and move Eastward.

Busy hurricane season ends, but get used to it

MIAMI (Reuters) - The busiest and costliest Atlantic hurricane season on record finally ends on Wednesday but meteorologists cautioned that it may be years before the tropical Atlantic settles down.

So next hurricane season might not be any better.

"You bet I'm worried about next year, and several years after that," Max Mayfield, director of the U.S. National Hurricane Center, told a news conference.

"We have six months to prepare for the 2006 hurricane season. It's reality. We've got to deal with that."

Records fell like tree branches during the 2005 hurricane season that began June 1 and formally ends November 30.

There have been 26 tropical storms, besting the old record of 21 set in 1933. Thirteen of them strengthened into hurricanes, topping the old record of 12 in 1969.

"These are double to triple the number we would see in an average season," said Gerry Bell, lead meteorologist for the climate prediction center at the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration.

Hurricane Katrina blasted into the record books when it submerged New Orleans and bulldozed the Mississippi coast in late August, causing at least $80 billion of damage. That made it the costliest hurricane on record and the costliest natural disaster ever to strike the United States.

The monster storm killed at least 1,300 people, the most in the United States since 1928. But Hurricane Stan was deadlier, killing up to 2,000 people with torrential rains that triggered mudslides and flash floods in Central America in October.

"Within all the record-breaking statistics of the past hurricane season, there are epic human impacts ... suffering on a very large scale," Mayfield said.

Forecasters had warned that 2005 would be hyperactive because hurricanes feed on warm seas, and ocean temperatures in the tropical Atlantic region have warmed by 2 to 3 degrees Fahrenheit (1 to 2 degrees C).

The upper atmospheric winds that can shear off the tops of cyclones have been mostly absent for the past few years, so hurricanes that form are more likely to persist.

Meteorologists said those conditions are part of naturally occurring cycles that alternately produce low-hurricane-activity periods and high-activity ones, each lasting 20 to 30 years. The current high-activity period began in 1995 and could last another decade or longer, Bell said.

Not only were there more and stronger storms, but wind patterns off Africa steered more of them westward across the Atlantic and into the Caribbean and the Gulf of Mexico, increasing the number that hit land this year.

The U.S. weather agencies have asked Congress for a $50 million funding increase next year to pay for additional flights by planes that fly into storms to gather data and for research aimed at improving their forecasts.

They have improved in the last 15 years at forecasting where a storm will go, but are often stymied in their attempts to predict how strong it will be when it gets there.

Coastal residents often ignore evacuation orders if they expect a weak hurricane, which leaves them vulnerable if it intensifies rapidly near shore. And if a strong storm fizzles near shore, those who fled inland to escape it may be tempted to ignore evacuation orders next time.

"We almost always overforecast on rapid development and underforecast on rapid weakening," Mayfield said.

Forecasters expected the deadly lessons of 2005 to push compliance with evacuation orders above the typical 30 percent, and to encourage people to prepare to be self-sufficient for up to week after a major storm.

"I think we have people's attention after this year," Mayfield said
